5. 2019 drawdown results
0. Water clarity has increased
0. Phosphorus has decreased
0. Increased fish habitat
0. Emergent plant growth increase and positive changes
3. Submerged plants
0. Not much below 4ft
0. Would be good to have at 10ft
3. Native milfoil has increased – good plant
0. Year of the drawdown
4. Wasn’t an ideal year but still had positive outcomes
4. Did in August, a little later in the season than ideal
0. 2 years ago we were able to improve Sucker Creek water flow 
5. Cut off an illegal water source
5. Will have delayed results from that
5. Where to go from here
1. Continue watershed projects
0. Need landowners/farmers to do a better job 
0. The inlet creek is allowing a lot of nitrates into the lake
0. SWCD has been doing a good job reaching out but it is a voluntary position and hard to expect them to continue following up when it gets hard
1. A potential 2027 draw down but earlier in the season
1. 2 week (if needed) drawdown entire system
1. Install temporary inflatable dam (dam-it dam)
1. Refill river
1. Pump lake for duration desired – 3 months
3. Cost – funds can be covered by DNR habitat monies for Mississippi River/Tribs
0. 27k for the dam-it dam
0. 10k-15k for seeds
0. Anticipate $300-400k but that is just a guess at this point
3. Need 75% of landowner approval
1. Doug Haarstad – River home owner looking to help
6. Has different ideas (dredge) to clean up the lake - lake is actually a manmade reservoir and is classified as a class 2 water way 
0. Corps of Engineers has him working with biologists in St. Paul
0. Is looking to get more studies done to move forward – a lot needs to happen in a certain order 
0. Feasibility study will tell us the best course of action to do a long term restoration 
1. Feasibility study may take 6 months to a year 
0. Looking to dredge and remove sedimentation if the Corps of Engineers approves
2. Corps of Engineers will take this on if they agree the lake needs it
2. May need to find funding for this
0. Could plant seed or germinate after all is complete
0. We won’t know what they recommend until the feasibility study is complete
6. Many river bays have been choked out by weeds from the drawdown
6. Look to the FB page to find the letter that needs to be signed and send to the Corps of Engineers
